Ecoregion: Edwards Plateau/Blackland Prairie Boundary G%PO
The Balcones Escarpment runs in an arc from Del Rio to Waco, passing through San Antonio, San

Marcos, Austin, and Temple and forms the eastern edge of the Texas Hill Country. Formed between
5 million and 20 million years ago, the Balcones Escarpment is a result of geologic stresses on the
crust. To the west of the fault system, older Cretaceous rocks have been uplifted and eroded to form

the Edwards Plateau ecoregion. To the east, younger Cretaceous and Tertiary rocks and sediments
make up the Blackland Prairie ecoregion.
